GENERAL INFORMATION

There is one application for Podium or Poster presentations. Place a check mark in the corresponding box indicating your preference. The Program Committee will take this into consideration, but will not guarantee your preference. 

Poster Presentation: Poster presentations will be shown for the entire meeting. Presenters are required to be at their Poster from 12 AM until 2 PM  each day for discussion. A 4’ x 8’ tackboard will be provided for your use. 

Podium Presentation:  Each Podium presentation will be 6 minutes in length. All audio visual presentations will be by computer. PCs will be provided in each lecture room. 

· Abstracts should be no more than 250 words in length. 

· Use English only.  
· Abstract Introduction, Methods, Results, and Discussion/Conclusion must be submitted blind. Names of authors, institutions or company names will disqualify the abstract. 

POLICIES GOVERNING ACCEPTED APPLICATIONS

1. Applications must be submitted by December 15th, 2009 to be eligible for review by the committee. 

2. An abstract is not eligible for consideration if it has been published prior to submission date of June 1, 2009. 

3. Submission of a corrected abstract is not allowed after December 15th  , 2009. 

4. An orthopaedic surgeon must be listed as one of the authors. 

5. If your abstract is accepted, additional authors cannot be added after acceptance. 

6. Notification of acceptance or rejection and all future correspondence will be mailed to the presenter the beginning of February, 2010. 

7. Award podium presenters must send to the Argentine Arthroscopy Association office one copy of a completed manuscript (2.000 words) by April 1st , 2010. 
8. Free papers podium presenters don’t have to send the completed manuscript

INSTRUCTIONS TO COMPLETE ABSTRACT APPLICATION

1. Complete all information (Type, Title, Category). 

2. Select the most correct category. 

3. Title: make the title brief, the limit is 100 characters. Make sure the title clearly indicates the nature of the study/procedure.

4. Abstract: 

· Length: should be no more than 250 words in length 

· Language: Use English only. 

· Content: The abstract must include four parts: Introduction should clearly state the problem and the purpose of the study; Methods should provide a description of what was actually done; Results should contain the findings of the study; Discussion and conclusion should be based upon the findings and relate to the stated purpose of the study and existing knowledge. Provide specific details about your research/study. 

5. List all authors in the space provided (maximum six authors). Additional authors may not be added after acceptance. DO NOT list any author’s name or the institution in the abstract.

6. Do not include photographic material, xrays, charts, tables or graphs.
